Thanks to dormer windows inserted into the roof, light 
moves around the space throughout the day, changing 
the mood. Tongue-and-groove cladding on the walls 
provides extra texture and detail, as do the furnishings. 

“The Fritz Hansen sofa emulates the line of the ceiling,” 
says Alexandra. “The room is casual yet sophisticated,
