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On a bed of Tongue & Groove Hekke �ooring, a rippled green stone is paired with oak joinery and a bas-relief sculpted island bench 

with Miyazaki bar stools by Inoda + Sveje tucked underneath. Behind, the �oor plan was redesigned to accommodate a walk-in 

pantry and scullery.

In this home by Decus, a sculptural kitchen sets an inviting tone while 
expressing a con�dent presence. The centrepiece is the rippling contours of 

the green natural stone wrapping the bench and splashback—its luminous and 
ever-changing surface o�ering a meditative moment. This tactility is echoed 
in the richly-grained timber joinery and the organic form of the island bench, 

bringing a dynamic rhythm to the kitchen.

As a renovation project, the design team reworked the plan to introduce a 
walk-in pantry, scullery and laundry-meets-mudroom. Thoughtfully layered and 
materially rich, this space transcends the typical kitchen brief. It’s a setting for 

gathering and lingering, encapsulating a breezy, ocean-side personality.
